What is the funding available for this call? 
At least $3,500 total is available for this call. Each selected applicant will receive $500 for the use of their image(s). 

What types of images may be submitted? 
Images submitted for consideration must meet the following specifications:
· Images may be of any subject matter but may not include nudity or profanity. 
· Images can be of writing/poems/lyrics, photographs of your visual art work, photographs of you dancing, etc. 
· Each applicant may submit up to 10 images for consideration. Please note that one or more of the images may be installed on static and/or digital billboards; however, the stipend awarded to each applicant is the same amount no matter how many images are utilized.  
· Submitted images may be of the artwork in its entirety or a detail. 
· Please note that billboards are rectangular in shape and are varying sizes.
· Stipend is for image use only and the project and its partners will not assume ownership of the original artwork. 
· You may only submit images that you own and that you will have access to for a high res photo. 
· Once selected, you will be required to submit a tenth scale, 750-1000 dpi version of the image for professional production and application. 

If you do not have the ability to submit high-resolution photos you may still submit images for consideration. Should your image(s) be selected, we will hire a photographer to take photos of your work and we may crop images as necessary to fit billboard size specifications.
